A unique display of bugaboos occurring in the 
Bohemian-Moravian Highlands in the past as 
well as at present. Here you can see not only 
a dragon, but also spitting sprites, pranking 
imps etc. The exhibits are mostly made of wax 
and in life size.

Look-out tower of the Church of St. Bartholomew
Děkanská ul.
Splendid views of the town and surrounding countryside from 
the balcony corridor of the tower at the height of thirty met-
res. The total number of steps is 148 and they may be climbed 
with two goats – record breakers Róza and Réza, who have 
already been brought by the visitors to the tower up as high as

“Městské sady“ (Municipal Park) Discovery Trail
The scenery and natural appearance of the park, diverse compo-
sition of the trees here as well as the interesting history of the 
origination of the Municipal Park gave rise to establishing a dis-
covery trail providing information on interesting facts concer-
ning the park itself as well as the nature of Pelhøimov region. 

As a tribute to famous natives of the town 
the people of Pelhøimov have built the 
Commemoration Hall of the Lipský 
Family or the First Czech MUSES-um, 
which is situated on the ground fl oor of 
House No. 10 (the so-called Šrejnarovský 
House – House of the Šrejnar Family) in 
Masaryk Square in Pelhøimov. Of the Lipský 

family most people remember especially Oldøich Lipský, the di-
rector, and his brother Lubomír, the actor, but a lot of work for 
the theatre and television has also been done by other mem-
bers of this famous dynasty of artists. The exhibition is divided 
into 3 parts. The fi rst part gives information about their lives 
and work, the second one is devoted to movie-making and the 
third part reminds in an entertaining form of the fi lms made 
by Oldøich Lipský. Every visitor to this exhibition shall certainly 
keep a piece of wisdom and joy that members of this dynasty 
have spread around themselves and are doing so even now.
